JUDGING: Judging will commence at 11am sharpsShould either of the appointed Judges fail
to keep their appointment, the €ommittee reserve the right to appoint a suitable
substitute.

DEFINITION OF CLASSES AT BREED*CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW
Baby Puppy Class is confined to puppies of fourmonths of age and under six months of age on the
first day of the show.
Baby Puppies are confined to this class and piay net compete for any other award
Minor Puppy Class is confined to puppies/ofisi¥ months and under nine months of age on the first day
of the show.
A Puppy Class is confined to dogs over six and under twelve calendar months of age on the first day of
the Show computed from and inclusive of the date of its birth.
A Junior Class is for dogs betwieen 9 and 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show, com-
puted from and inclusive of theidate of its birth. (.
An Intermediate Classs.for dogs between 15 and 24 calendar months of age on the first day of the
Show, computed from"and inclusive of the date of its birth.
An Open Class is for dogs over 15 months of age on the first day of the Show, computed from and
inclusive of the date of its birth.
A Champions Class is for dogs who have gained the Title of Champion under Irish Kennel Club Rules or
under a recognised Kennel Authority confirmed by the date of closing of entries.*
A Veteran Class is for dogs over eight years of age on the first day of the Show, computed from and
inclusive of the date of its birth..
Please Note: A Veteran Dog who is a Champion may enter in either Veteran or Champion Class but

not both.

N.B.: A Dog or Bitch may be entered in ONE BREED CLASS ONLY (No double entries)
BRACE CLASS is for two exhibits of the same or different sexes of the same breed belonging to the
same person, each exhibit having been entered in some class other than Brace or Team.

Restricted / Special Classes (i.e. Colour Classes etc) The dog must be entered in one of the standard
classes scheduled for the breed, as above.

All dogs entered must be registered or transferred at the Irish Kennel Club in the name of the Ex-
