Show Regulations 
1.  The Show will be held under Licence and Rules of the Irish Kennel Club, as in force at 

the closing date of entries. 
2.  The Venue will be the The National Show Centre Cloghran, Co Dublin . 
3.  Date: The Show will be held on Saturday 20th June 2026 between the hours of 8.00 am 

and 6 pm.   
4.  Judging will commence at 12.00 noon.  (a) No claim will be considered in the event of 

an exhibit being late.  (2) No persons will be allowed in the judging Ring except the 
Judge, show officials, or an exhibitor taking in a dog for adjudication.  (c) The exhibition 
number of each dog must be clearly displayed by his handler, who shall not wear a badge 
or other decoration in the Judging Ring.  (d)The Club will not be responsible for the 
exhibition of any exhibit in the ring.  In the event of an exhibitor requesting a Steward or 
any other Official to handle his or her exhibit in the ring, any such Official  may 
voluntarily do so only on the direct understanding that such action is on behalf of the 
exhibitor and does not involve any responsibility whatsoever on the Club for loss or 
damage consequential or otherwise.  Under no circumstances may the order of judging in 
the Catalogue be departed from.   

5.  Judge: In the unlikely event of the judge not being able to fulfill her commitment, the 
committee reserve the right to replace her. 

6.  Entry fee shall be €26.00 Euro  (£26 Stg.) for first dog, €10.00 Euro  (£10.00) for each 
subsequent dog. 

7.  Catalogues will be online. The catalog will be compiled from the entry forms submitted.  
While every effort will be made to correctly interpret the forms, the committee cannot 
accept responsibility for mistakes which may bring exhibitors within the purview of the 
Irish Kennel Club.  In any such case the exhibitor should immediately inform the Ring 
Steward if judging is in progress, otherwise the exhibitor should immediately report the 
Catalogue inaccuracy to the Secretary. 

8.  The Poodle Club Of Ireland will not be responsible for exhibits arriving late or failing to 
arrive, or for any loss or damage sustained through accident or otherwise to exhibits, 
exhibitors, or any other person attending the show.  

9. Entries close on the 7th June 2026 no late entries will be accepted.

Ms Inga Sill (Estonia))  

We would like to welcome Judge Ms Inga Siill (Estonia) prefix 'Cen 
Clarence' miniature/Medium poodles. Started judging in 2002. And have 
judged in Baltic, Scandinvian countries, Russia and all of Europe. Also 
was president of the Estonian Poodle Club and member of the board of 
Estonian Kennel Union.  
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Class Definitions  (The word Dog includes both Sexes) 
Baby Puppy Class is for dogs over the age of 4 months and under the 
age of 6 months on the day of the show computed from and inclusive of 
the date of its birth.  These puppies may not compete for any other 
award. 
Puppy Class is confined to dogs over 6 months and under 12  of age on 
the day of the Show, computed from and inclusive of the date of its birth. 
Junior Class is for dogs over  9 months and under 18 calendar months 
of age on the day of the show. 
Intermediate Class is confined to dogs over 15 months and under 24 
months on the day of the show.  
Open Class is confined to dogs over 15 months on the day of the show.  
Champion Class is confined to dogs that have attained the title of 
Champion under the Rules and Regulations of the Irish Kennel Club or 
other Kennel Authority recognised by the IKC.  
A Veteran Class is confined to dogs over 8 years of age on the day of 
the show. A Veteran dog who has attained the title of Champion, may 
enter the Veteran or Champion Class but not both.   
Colour Class. The dog must be entered in one of the Standard Classes 
scheduled for the breed as above. 

Neuter Class;  
The classes can be offered at all Championship & Open Shows in the 
breed and the Best Neuter Male and Best Neuter Female can compete for 
Best Neuter in Breed and go forward to Best Neuter in Show, BUT they 
do not compete for the Green Stars and there is no Neuter Champion 
title.   

The Order of judging as follows: 
Medium, Miniatures Standards, and Toys,  

We would like to welcome all members and friends to our Championship 
show.   

The Committee hope that all Exhibitors enjoy the day and stay for  
some Cake and Light Refreshments after the Show.   
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Fouling
